 (2) Rate of Fatalities (all public roads-per 100 M VMT) 

 (3) Number of Serious Injuries (all public roads) 

 (4) Rate of Serious Injuries (all public roads-per 100 M VMT) 

 (5) Number of non-motorized fatalities and non-motorized   

       serious injuries (all public roads)

Performance Management-MPO Targets 

 Two options to establish targets 

Å MPOs can agree to support the State DOT target; OR 

Å MPOs can establish a numerical target specific to the MPO   

        planning area for each of the 5 measures

Suspected Serious Injury Major Injury 

Any injury other than fatal which results in one or more of 
the following: severe laceration, significant loss of blood, 
broken or distorted extremity, crush injuries, suspected 

skull, chest or abdominal injury, significant burns, 
unconsciousness, or paralysis. 

Any injury, other than fatal, which by its severity requires immediate 
emergency transport, such as an ambulance, to a hospital or clinic for 

medical treatment and /or hospitalization. Major injuries would 
include amputation of limb(s), severe burns, etc. 

Suspected Minor Injury Moderate Injury 

Any injury that is evident at the scene of the crash, other 
than fatal or serious injuries. Examples include lump on 
the head, abrasions, bruises, minor lacerations (cuts on 

the skin surface with minimal bleeding and no exposure of 
deeper tissue/muscle). 

Any injury which may require some form of medical treatment, but is 
not life-threatening or incapacitating. These injuries should be visible. 
Moderate injuries would include a cut which requires several stitches, 

or a broken finger or toe. 

Possible Injury Minor Injury 

Any injury reported or claimed which is not a fatal, 
suspected serious or suspected minor injury. Examples 

include momentary loss of consciousness, claim of injury, 
limping, or complaint of pain or nausea. Possible injuries 

are those which are reported by the person or are 
indicated by his/her behavior, but no wounds or injuries 

are readily evident. 

Any injury which can be treated by first aid application, whether at the 
scene of the crash or in a medical facility. Complaints of injuries which 

are not visible, and do not appear to be of any major or moderate 
nature, should be considered as minor injuries.
